Compliance with the fire prevention
measures is obligatory for all residents of
the School dormitories.

Persons non-complying with the fire
prevention measures are criminally and
administratively liable in line with the
acting laws of the RF and may be subject
to disciplinary measures as well.

It is prohibited:

to smoke or use open flame;

to store or use flammable liquids,
gunpowder, explosives, pyrotechnical
products and other fire- and explosion
hazardous substances;

to store equipment, furniture or other
items in the technical rooms;

to remove the emergency exit doors
from the corridors and halls;

to block doors, evacuation routes or
passages to adjacent houses with
furniture, equipment or other items;
to clean premises or wash clothes
using gasoline, kerosene or other
flammable or combustible liquids;

to store furniture or other items under
the stairs and on stair landings;

to secure open self-closing doors with
foreign objects on stair landings, in
corridors and halls;

to use defective electrical wires and
cable with visible insulation defects;
to use defective power sockets or
other electrical equipment;

to wrap light bulbs or lamps in paper,
cloth or other combustible materials,
as well as to use lamps with the

to use defective electric appliances
(damaged appliance body, wire
insulation that is damaged or has lost
its protective properties, damaged or
defective plug, burning odor, small
electric shocks when touching them)
or electric appliances that are not
supplied with thermal protectors or
rests made of nonflammable heat-
insulating materials to eliminate the
risk of fire;

to arrange furniture in residential
rooms in a way that it may obstruct
moving around,

to accumulate (store) garbage in
residential rooms;

to install additional sockets, switches,
other electrical equipment or wiring;
to overload the power grid, i.e. to plug
several appliances in one outlet
directly or through power socket
splitters or extension cords;

to repair electrical appliances on your
own;

to use switches, sockets, etc. for
hanging clothes or posters as well as
to cover parts or components of
electrical networks;

to dry things on electrical appliances;
to use candles or party poppers,
launch fireworks or other fire
hazardous items;

to use firefighting equipment for other
purposes than intended.

In the dormitories. it is forbidden to use:

electric appliances producing heat:
electric fireplaces, medic reflector
lamps, electric heaters, electric stoves,
electric boilers and samovars, electric
soldering irons, electric pyrographers.
decorative lighting (other than the
lighting  that has  conformity
certificates and was installed by
technical experts of the School);
electric loudspeaker equipment;
humidifiers in residential rooms;
self-made electrical appliances;
portable gas stoves.

In dormitories, it is allowed to use the

following appliances provided that they are

in good working condition and are used in

accordance with the manufacturer's

guidelines:

— desk lamps and nightlights;

— radios and tape recorders;

— in common rooms: TVs, game consoles;

— only in the kitchen areas: electric kettles,
refrigerators, microwave ovens, electric
coffee makers;

— fans; electric extension cords; power
socket splitters;

— 1in ironing rooms: electric irons.

. When leaving a room in the dormitory, turn

off the lights and all electrical appliances
except for those that can be left operating
unsupervised according to their
manufacturer’s guidelines.

. In case of fire:

if the fire alarm signal is not on, push on the
nearest fire alarm button (a red emergency
button);

leave the dormitory and go to the assembly
point for roll call;

if the corridors and stairwells are filled with
smoke and it is impossible to leave the
dormitory, stay in the room, close the door
tightly and send signals about your location
through the window without opening it.
Call the General Rescue Service 112, 101,
as well as the Boarding staff to inform them
of where exactly you are;

if possible, cover your mouth and nose with
a wet cloth and stay closer to the floor as
smoke and hot gases rise.
